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The Kultur Project
Aim
The Kultur project is creating a model of an institutional repository (IR) for research output in the creative and applied arts, a discipline area in which repository development is currently underdeveloped. 
Approach
This is a two year, JISC-funded project running until March 2009. The project partners are the University of Southampton, University College for the Creative Arts (UCCA), the University of the Arts London (UAL) and the Visual Arts Data Service (VADS)


Kultur is refining EPrints software to create a flexible multimedia repository. A demo model has already been developed with visual and multimedia work from all three institutions, and this will eventually be split into separate IRs.  The project is establishing a framework for managing this kind of research in a digital environment, and is also investigating strategies for encouraging academics to deposit their work.  
Outputs
· Two new institutional repositories for UAL and UCCA and an enhanced repository for Southampton.
· A working model of an über repository for research output in the arts, transferable to other institutions and departments in the sector.  
· A metadata, IPR, preservation and access framework as an exemplar for managing material in the visual and creative arts.
· Model of shared practice between a mature repository in the research sector (Soton) and specialist arts institutions (UAL and UCCA) 
Benefits
· Institutional repositories for a discipline area currently underrepresented by IR development
· EPrints software and services enhanced with respect to visual and multimedia material

· Greater understanding of how metadata and copyright licences can be applied to digital objects in the creative arts

· Greater recognition of practice based research outputs, and improved understanding of the ways in which research outputs are used and re-used within this community of practice
